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Hugh Reid Miller Collection

The Hugh Reid and Susan
Walton Miller Family Papers
will be opened to researchers on
July 18. Hugh Miller, born in
South Carolina in 1813, married
Susan Gray Walton of Cotton Gin
Port, Mississippi, in 1839, and
the couple had two children,
George and Edwin Hugh. The
Millers settled in Pontotoc
County, where Hugh Miller prac-
ticed law (1835-39), then served
in the Mississippi House of Rep-
resentatives (1841-43) and as cir-
cuit judge of the seventh district.
In 1854, he helped organize the
Pontotoc Male Academy and in
1860 was elected as a delegate
to the State Convention, where
he was one of the “Committee
of Fifteen” who drafted the Or-
dinance of Secession. In March,
1861, he organized the “Pontotoc
Minutemen” (Company G, Sec-
ond Regiment, Mississippi In-
fantry) and in 1862 organized the
Forty-Second Regiment, Mis-
sissippi Infantry. He died in 1863
at Gettysburg, Pennsylvania, as
a result of wounds sustained at

of his sons also fought in the
Civil War.
